This man whom they all look to asagreat nan destroyed
an idea they had built up in themselves. | saw at this moment just how little the church
is built on. We all three found these neeti ngs nmost helpful in our speaki ng openly on
the Principles.

We are finding more and more that the ministers are lmosing power. They are
lorsing faith in their own beliefs and are becoming easier to approach on the Divine
Principles.

Dear Miss Kim:

In the last month I have been working full time searching for people. 1 feel
that our message should go to all nations o the world, not just to America. | have
therefore concentrated my efforts on the world-wide mission, looking for people
who can translate the book and carry the message to their country. There are almost
2,000 foreign students here at the university. So far | approached about 500 of them
by letter. Many students called and promised to come and hear the record as soon
as they could spare some time between their exams. | believe that quite a number
will eventually show up. So far, only 8 came, but they were all serious and interested.
In three cases I could feel that the person was spiritually prepared for this time.

Gordon had advertised in the university newspaper, so | talked to inquiring
people over the phone. My estimate is that we answered about 300 ¢alls within
one week. Many people promised to come, but so far -only 7 came to our meetings.
In answering the phone | found great insecurity:and emptiness in the people. And
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thesewere all university students, not the general public.

I had quite anumber of spiritual experiences in the last weeks. In one case
agroup o Chi nese spirits came to me and asked me to lead a Chinese girl to the
Principles. In another case agirl appeared to me and begged meto please help
her and lift her up.

My thanks g to our Leader and to you, M ss Kim, for bringing to thisworld
the great light which not only has changed my own life but will change the whole
universe.

To my joy, however, afew Christians, generally those who have had quite a bit of
experience in life with all ki nds d peopl e and beliefs, have indicated their willing-
ness to hear this message. <o few, Father, so few are even willing to hear, much
lessto follow! ® about ahundred students who responded to a notice | put in the
Daily Californian (the student newspaper at the Univ. of Calif. at Berkeley, circu-
lation 25, 000), less than ten have come to our weekly neetings in Berkeley, and
none of these has so far come nor e thanonce! The ears of the people are deaf to
the entreaties  God, and they turn to false gods and id e pleasures. TO see this
pains my heart, Father, but I take courage from God's proni se and from your
example, and | live from day to day, rejoicing in the strength that comes from God
and from.my hope in Him, striving to do Hie Will, to know His heart, to preachHs
Word.

The students at the univer sity, the generai populance are ready to hear this
nmessage, Father, all mankind isready, for it isthe fulness o time, but the Kairos,
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the ""exact {ime™ of announcement has not yet arrived, and thus | must and will con-
centrate my efforts on the students of the seminaries and religious centers. Now
is the time of rejection, Father, but we must ignore this and strive  accomplish
our missions as workers worthy of God'strust, asobedient children of our Father
in heaven, of our Father on earth.

I have grown in wisdom and strength this past month, Father. | have taken
the test on the Divine Principles.
