This letter concerns a problem I am often confronted with whenever talking with sincere
Christians and ministers in pa ticular.

Many of them depend upon the authority of St. Paul's lettersto the early churches to defend
their position of making Cnrist an animal sacrifice, especially when they become zealous in their ¢
opposition to the truth of the Divine Principles in its teaching of Christology. There are the points
they forget and which I find effective in using.

1 TheBible as awhole, not itsisolated text, must be seen in thelight of its total context
and the unscientific backgroung out of which it was written, Any min.ster who cannot distinguish
between this age and the age in which these letters were written is hopeless as a spiritual leader
in the 20th century.

2, They fail to read t{he introduction (Genesis) and conclusion (Revelation) which gives the
originzl purpose and intention of the will and providence of God as it works through the natural
spiritual growth of men and consider that the other books of the Bible records the evolutionally
and upward climb of society-fromr{family, tribe, and nation to the ideal of the one world order of
things. To get back to an important point no matter what the ignorant authority of church and
state says the letters of Paul were not historical and scientific records, but evangeliczl present-
ations of the teachings of Christ inthe opinion of a man who thought it Best to teach in terms of
a language which only a Greek or Roman Barbarian could understand.

3. Intheteachings of Christ he never refarred to himself as a saviour of the world He
never called himself other than the Son of Man elected to proclaim the good news of the Kingdom
of God, He never hinted that he was a sacrifice for the sins of the world or to serve the purpose
of satisfying the wrath of the Heavenly Father or dying as an innocent victim to save others from
paying just retribution, Accordingto Paul, Christ's only value was = sacrifice. “ccording to
James, Christ was an example for good works and faith. According to John, he had fulfilled his
mission. And throughout the books of the New Testament we find reference to Christ as a son of
David intermsfirst to interpret him to the Jewish mind and in so doing, pleading guilty to the
charge which Jesus denied, but on which he was crucified.

We see by these differences in these letters that thev are nothing more than the greatest
evangelical presentation of a symbolic truth on which a foundation for the ideals of a failed mis-
sion could be carried over until one day the second corning of the Son of Man could be made a
physical reality. We are thankful that retribution has been paid and the first families constitut-

Reflection on My First Y ear with the Divine Principles

As the beginning of my second year with the Divine Principles movement approaches I
would like to share some of my reflections on my first year with the readers of The New Age
Frontiers.

Let me begin with a few words about tlie nature and history of my religious stand and quest.
| am by training and disposition the sort of person who is exceedingly cautious about ideas of
ultimate truth. But as the same time 1 have always been extremely inierested in systems of
thought which attempt to deal with questions of ultimate meaning 2nd iruth. A significant part
of my life can be written in terms of a pre-occupation with these matters. | have at one time
or acother given more or less sustained attention to all of the wide range of major alternatives
in conceiving man and the universe, and to many of the sub-alternatives.

In the face of the bewildering variety of conceptions o the naturs of ultimate reality that
exist in the world, each of which has committed followers who feel they have sufficient proof
of their position, some years ago | shifted the terms of my concern from one primarily focused
on thought itself to one focusing more on the consequences of thought, on the way in which persons
act. | took up an approach of "by their fruits ye shall know them. *

It did not take long to reach the conclusion that the fruits of the established and wide-spread
systems of ultimate truth were inadequate, and from the beginning of my sociological training
| have focused on new_ conceptions. About a year ago, in the course of my study and observation,
| found the Divine Principles movement - or more correctly it. found me,

—

| was immediately struck by its wholly distinctive and historiezlly unparalleled character.
The quality that did, and does, impress me most isthe character of the high moral. conduct that
prevails among members and the unequaled devotion and sincerity that even many of the most
ardent of the movementts opponents unhesitatingly grant,

It was my judgment almost ayear ago, and it is my more firmly based judgment today, that
something previously unencountered is afoot in the land, that the Divine Principles is remarkably
distinct from all other religions. It has a "something" unseen in history or in the contemporary
world.
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Because of this judgment | immediately desired to get to know the Divine Principles and
its movement and attempt to grasp what this "something' might be. Miss Kiln generously
granted my request and has been continuously and exceedingly cooperative and helpful in my
endeavor. She has borne even the most curious of the sociologist's ways: that strange cre-
ature who not knowing in advance what is relevant sometimes appears to want to know every-
thing. (It should also be noted that even the decision to support such work has no historical
precedent in other movements, afact which further testifysto the distinctive character of the
Divine Principles.)

Among members | have found a level of good-will, openness and supportive interest in
my work, that is, to my knowledge, the finest that any sociologist has ever received from a
group. The presence of one who is not quite a member inherently involves some difficulties
for all the parties. | have been profoundly impressed that these difficulties have beenless in
this case than they are in cthers,

In my first year with the Divine Principles i have endeavored to apply my sociological
training to grasp the elusive distinctive character of the movement. Although this effort has
in some ways rendered some things explicable, it hasleft more sociological questions unans-
wered than it has answered, and what is perhaps more important, it has raised a range of
questions with which conventional sociological formuli do not and perhaps cannot deal. | have
found this in itself most instructive.

A's my secoxd year begins | am conscious of the privilege | have in being associated with
the Divine Principles and am confident that the future holds even more exciting and challenging
times than the past.

All the things | have said are, of course, well known to members since they proceed from
revealed truth. | am sure that members will continue to have patience as | discover for myself,
and within the point of view with which I must work, what they already know.
