The Kingdom of Heaven on earth, What does this phrase mean to you? Areyou realiz-
ing itstruth inyour own life? Here and now? You are only partly right if you say it cannot
exist until all areinit.

After going through the turbulent war years, and finally the 4 years o war prison camp,
| was very tired of anything that did not constitute my full peace and freedom, Our God seemed
to have taken His hand off of mankind. Churches were diminished to aimest neothing. Did we
learn our lesson? |, myself, iost 2 brothers in the war, My parents had.to flee twice, Took-
ing for refuge in West Germany, losing everything they bad established during their lifetime.
Besides me, 4 of my brothers were taken war prisoners for a lengih of time up to four years.
Why all of this, was my question? God, our Father, had spoken toc USin varicus ways. Did
we listen?

In April, 1953, Christel, my wife, and | left @ very disiliusioned and wartorn Germany
for abetter future. We expected the fulfillmerps of our wishes in Carada. With cur ¢ month
old baby boy, we came te Carada. Now we had sc much peace, net even God disturbed us.

On the end of a town wWe lived a very lonely life. During this period Gad put US through many
tests, Did we understand? Did we learn? America was the promised land.

We entered the United States (Cleveland, Ohig) IN1957, Our Ged startsd a new dispensa-
tion for my family. First we had o pay indemnity for epicrieg into our Canaan. My wife, hav-



ing 2 serious operations, was almost taken away, My SON, Claus, Was also very sick and was
operated on. Finally, | developed a blcodelot in my leg and almost died, After recovery, God
let us take (materially) a deep breath,

In November, 1961, we moved to Sacramento, California, where we ansicipated the ful-
fillment of our materialistic dreams. God spoke ic US throughout our lives IN various ways,
We had now received, physically, in fullness. What abeut our spiritual life? A longing for a
deeper relationship with Ged, our Father, guided Us through all these years, but our hunger
could not be satisfied by the Lutheran or any other church that we appreached.

Our preparation period in the desert came finally to an end.

News from Anthony Brooke
March 29, 1964 Tokyo, Japan
Dear Family: | am under great pressure in this thirty-six hours that | am in Tokyo. I (5)0
hope my recent tape has arrived, In it I gave the da‘e and iime of my arrival and if just one
person could meet me that would be wonderful and I shall look forward io seeing the rest of
you later. It will be lovely t0 be with all of you again. (Below IS transcript of the recent tape.)

Hello to all of you, I found the Newsleiters quite thriiling; one can feel the love. Now, there
has been a real break-through inpublicity which I think is rather excizing. We were on Gov-
ernment television for twenty minutes, Miss Kim and | shared fogether. Miss Kim spent
most of her time translating for me and the interview went like this: They asked me questions



about Sarawak, the last one of which was, inwhat way was I politically connected there? I
replied that | was no longer connected with the political affairs of Sarawak, though I still
have some influence these in view of the enduring ties of affection which exist between the
Ppeople of Sarawak and my family.

Q. What has been your main interest in recent years?
Lately, | would say, in the regeneration, reconstruction and peace sf the world. In my trav-
els | am continually seeking insight into how this is to be brought ahout; and how ordinary
people everywhere can be aroused and encouraged to play their responsible and effective
parts in achieving this. In this New Age a great many things will be different.

Q. What do you mean by ''this New Age'?
If the human race is to survive, as | have no doubt it will, we shall learn to mite and live in
atruly civilized way as one human family; although retaining our different national families.
Nuclear power rightly used and supported by scientific development will provide all the ma-
terial needs of humanity; and all peoples shali live in harmoeny, governed by iaws of love and
peace.

Q. When will the New Age come and shall we see it in our generation?
The old world is dying; we are in what is sometimes called "the last days". We have, infact,
already crossed the threshhold of the New Age, the Cosmic Age, I believe we shall see most
of the things | have mentioned come to pass in this generation.

Q. What are the signs o the New Age'?
We already see many signs of unification at the political, cultural, and religious levels, We
have the United Nations and UNESCO, the Common Market, the new territorial federations,
the ecumenical movement and at the physical level we have a world united by jets, radio, tele-
vision and entirely encircled by earth-satelites, Religious and scientific revelations are a
special mark of the times. Remarkable things are happening today all over the world.

Q. What are your general impressions about the countries you've visited in the |ast

four years?

Although customs naturally differ from country to country, my chief concern as| travel isto
meet people as human beings sharing a common human concern; and I've been struck by the
warmth and friendliness of ordinary people everywhere as one meets them in this way. The
important thing i s our development of Universal give and take relationships as individuals
as well asin our national attitude,

Q. Mr. Brooke, what isyour primary purpose in visiting Korea?
| came to visit the Unification Church and meet its founder, Mr. Sun M. Moon; and to study
what strikes me as a whole new analysis sf human problems and the means to their solution.

Q. What moved you to come here?
I recently met Miss Young Oon Kim in America and she introduced me to Mr. Moon's mes-
sage, the Divine Principles. And as I studied this, Ifound it to be a more complete philoso-
phy than any | have previously come across, and so I at once decided to visit the headquarters
in Korea.

Q. Have you found any hopeful possibility?
Yes, | have. Divine Principles give a meaningful explanation of the whole histcry of man and
contains a practical program for all people to work for unity and peace beyond the political and
ideological concentrations which at present divide us.

Q. Just what conclusions have you come to?
| have been confirmed, beyond all doubt, in my original view that there is a key which more
than anything else, will help us to solve all our individual, national, and international problems.

Q. What isyour impression o Korean churches?
I've been mostly in touch with the Unification Church which is a great spiritual force. | am

greatly impressed in every way with Mr. Moon, its founder. I think what he is saying and doing
throughout the world calls for our closest attention.

Q. Do you have anything to say about Korean culture?
My outstanding impression is of some classic dancing | saw given by expertly trained young
Korean children. They had grace, beauty, humor, gayety and prefound expression, And in
my opinion, this dancing would be appreciably, even enthusiastically acclaimed on any stage
inany part of the world. TI've also been very much struck by the grace and beauty of the cloth-
ing worn by the Korean women.,

Q. What is your impression, Mr. Brooke, Of Koreans; and have you anything to say to us?
The missionary activities of Koreans is highly unusual and I've been prefoundly moved by the
passion and dedication of the members of the movement of which i've been speaking, One sees
the same eagerness and strong religious feeling in the groupsin Jpan and in America. The
message has also spread to Germany; and so far includes 29 nationalities. In Korea about 2
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thousand branches have been established in the past three ard a half years, and it seems some-
what strange to me to find that Korean leaders seem unaware of what iS going on and that I
have to come ten thousand miles across the world from England te tell them.

I am convinced that God has chosen and prepared this nation to give forth to the worlid a pow-
erful, revolutionary message; more important than any message given t¢ mankind in the past.
two thousand years. In this sense, Korea Is the hope and light of the world and. the key to the
new humanity of the New Age. As this truth dawns on each & you, I imagine you will want to
play your individual part in the reconstiruction of your great ceountry and with its preparation,
to give out this historic message of 1ove and truth to ail the world: and I shall be privileged to
be at your service fo help carry this message to all countries and all peopies.

This interview took twenty minutes, exactly, and they pushed out some other programs so we
could have more time. There haven't been repercussions yet. Many of the churches, though,
are not too pleased.

Many of you have heard me mention Mrs, Liebis Pugh, who is the sculptress of a work
called, Limitless Love, which seems to be the exact representation of a being whe is giving
the name of Truth; who is appearing to Richard Graves. Incidentally, he is also, now appeas-
ing to others. He has said that he is appearing everywhere in different ways, but he recently
appeared in solid form to somebody else while saying at the same time from now on he will
be appearing in solid form to many people,

UP to now, T have not told Mrs. Pugh everything that I now kaow, simply because one of
my thoughts is to tie up the two revelations together and there is a guestion of working every-
thing out rather carefully there, therefore, I wouldn't be able to go into explanation about
things which would help Mrs, Pugh to really understand; and so | just sent her,. at the outset,
a Copy of the press statement which you published in your last Newsletter, Last night | got a
letter from her and I'd like to read an extract to you because it. shows that things are moving
pretty fast: She says, " I don't know how to write this s01I'd better simplify completely.

Mr. Sun M. Moon came here tonight, I‘ve never found anything more difficult to accept in all
these years, neither can | find any way of doubting it. Certairly, if it is a fact, nothing could
be more completely suitable, could it? The very first time he found a true sensitive in my
room after meeting you and after | had received your first letter == Your quite glorious' news
had been shared with Kathleen, she's the resident medium here. I was just starting to read
your press statement, when Kathleen stopped me, *There is a tremendously pewerful presence
here, ' she said, and she held her hands oddly, 'Iit could be your Hussan. It's Eastern. Read
on and I'll see if more comes.’ As I came to the closing words of your statement as regards
the role of Mr. Sun M. Moon in all this, etc., 'I will, however, predict that his name will be
known all over the world’, then came with almost a sheut, it was so ioud, "I am Sun Moon!"
