You have been told that you are not to judge, By one meaning of the word, this would mean
that you never were to make a decision, never to think anything through, never consider
possibilities, and never form an opinion. This obviously is false, You must always judge
in order to determine each course of action and attitude.

When you see your brother assume a
conviction, it is necessary that you judge that conviction to see if it is right for you, With-
out such judgment, you are like a leaf on the river, tossed about by every current, your
progress at the whim of forces totally beyond your control.

What follows (received August: 24th) is not something that was received in the usual
way, but | have been told to write this down for the group. First, | became aware of the
Presence of Jesus for the first time since being in Principle. I immediately felt sorrow
and sadness, He said that he was afraid that if he came to earth right now, even to his
followers, he would not find any who truly loved him, except of course our Leader; for no
one truly loved the Master or our Father, They themselves loved us, but not we them.

His presence left, and then many thoughts started coming, as though a bombardment
of spirit was upon me. This is what came:

We seem to have missed the entire point of the first and second chapters == that is,
our reason for existence. We are to be objects to the Father, who is the essence of Father-
hood and Motherhood, which is truly the essence of Love. This is why Jesus was so sad, for
we still do not love Him or each other, or manifest the love of the Father, as Father has loved
us.

Father has been patient, oh so patient with us - which comes with true love. He has
been understanding and helpful; and we have not been that to each other, much less to human-
ity and mankind.
