I'm sure it would be difficult to werk there = you'd have to be like a circuit-riding minister,
| think. The: further south 3 traveled after Kentucky, the lower the spiritual atmosphere
seemed to drop. Entering Tampa through dirty, old slums, | felt that the Grand Finale had
been struck. I felt rather like an engineer making plans for demolition of this city. This is
such a strange atmosphere, You feel that there is so much dirtiness everywhere, but ycu
can't see it. So I feel as though I am fighting invisible dirt -- exactly Satan and his army.

My first four days in Tampa were quite something. Tampa was having an unusually
hot spell and Florida's famous cockroaches (up to 3 and 4 inches) took that opportunity to In-
troduce themselves to me, Those bugs were really being Satans; | knew they were trying to
get me to leave so they could again have Tampa all to themselves. Whenever I'd lecture (just
to the wall so far), the roaches would just come swarming out of every crack in the apartment
and converge upon me.

News from Korea

A report by tape from Miss Kim and Ernie Stewart:

Miss Kim: Hello everybody, 1 have just come back from Taejon. Three days ago our Leader,
Mr. Nishikawa from Japan, and others went on a trip, visiting all eight centers or district
centers in South Korea. This was our Leader's itinerary trip to encourage the members to do
witnessing very actively during the six months of revival meetings. We went fo Ch'ongju first
and attended the dedication service of the center. Then we went to Pusan and our Leader, Mr.
Nishikawa, and myself led the meeting. Ther the Leader's party went to Taegu, but I went
directly to Taejon because | had somebody te whom 1 had been presenting the Principles, So.

| came to Taejon a day earlier than the Leader's party. The Leader joined me yesterday and
we spent yesterday together. His party went to Kyongju today and | came back to Seoul because
the rest of the centers | have already been to with the Leader.



We have received the things you sent, including honey, used clothing, molasses and
other things. | opened each box and I was so surprised. Our Leader wiil send them to the
most needy districts. They need clothing desperately. But do not send anything any more,
hecause of the tax we must pay on them. We will give the molasses to very weak people and
honey to those people who are in local places.

You asked about the flood we had recently in Seoul. The place where cur church is
located is rather high, so we didn't have any damage. But some of sur members lost houses
and clothing, so we helped them. Some districts were quite damaged in Secul, whole communi- --
ties just washed down and many lives were |ost.

| will explain about these people going around for revival meetings. Why did the Leader
select 45 people? Because he is new 45 years old and lie wants io send the gsame number of
people to make indemnity for the forty-five years of hislife by forty-five peopie. In cther
words, one person’s work means sne gear of hislife. After these six months of revival meet-
ings, he is going to send another group to continue another six months, SO that next year, it
will be revival meetings for awhole year. These forty-five people made 15 teams, three per-
sons in each teamw. These 15 teams are spread in one province, and they hold meetings for
six days. In other words, in one week they wiil finish a province, by fifteen teams. Then
they move to the next province and do the same way. Each team has aloudspeaker and in the
daytime the members of those local places will go arcund on the street announcing using the
loudspeakers. Then in the evening they will gather people in a big public?hall which will kold
sometimes 300 people, depending on how hig a hall they csn obtain. In that way they lecture to
the public for six days, Then the team will move to the next province. In that way, they will
coves whole South Korea, sight provinces, in two months. Then they will go back to the first
province and start again. [n that way, in,six months, they are repeating three times, covering
all of South Korea. From now on thewsather will be getting cold and they will come back every
two months and bring brief reports to the Leader and then start all over again.

Colonel Hun just came back from a roundtrip of Europe and met our German group in
Frankfurt for 20 minutes. He wanted to ask so many questions and they wanted to ask him so
many questions, so they had a great time,

Ernie: At present my schedule runs accordingly - starting with Saturday I teach at the Univer-
sity in the after noon, 3:30 to about 5:30. From there I usually head for the Youth for Christ
meeting here in Seoul. They have about. 400 to 600 that come to these meetings. I have had
achance to witness to people there. I have gotten acquainted with some o the ieaders. There
are some prospects there. At the University, | usually have 15 tc 20 students on Saturday.
Then on Sunday | start out at 9:00 at the South Post Chapel. | go from there te Sunday Schocl
and | usually witness in both places. 'Then | go to our church in downtown Secul. From there

| usually to to the Methodist church and spend about three hours these, | go down and grab a
fast bite to eat and then go to another church where I speak in the evening. I usually hit about
five or six places on Sunday.

Monday | am on my "day off" so to speak, and this iSwhy I'm down at the church with
Miss Kim today. Tuesday I go bask to the University. On Tuesday nights | usually have about
40 students. It's been fairly productive. | have covered quite a few chapiers of the Principles
and they seem to be deepening. 1 am hopeful that they really grow deep. Wednesday night {
usually teach a group of highschool students at Central University and from there go inte the
Christian Conference that we have, We have about a hundred students in this conference on
Wednesday, This is perhaps where most of my work has been and where my centacts have come
from. All of the work basically that | have been doing in Korea with students has come out of
this conference, | have high hopes for mere. Thursday night | have a small group that meets
at a place called Jensen Hall, a church-auditorium-like place. | have about 15 students, This
group has tremendous prospects.. Friday night I sometimes teach another group of students at
aprivate home, that | have. met with quite a few times. But these are more interested in English
than they are in Bible; so | have not, as a consequence, been able to make too many inroads.
As you can see, I manage to stay fairly busy.

Miss Kim in talking about the flood made somewhat of an idea, but without reaily being
present or understanding some of the problems that were faced, it is extremely difficult to
imagine, 1In the particular area arcund where we are at now, about 300 pecpie lost their lives,
untold amounts of damage, The water just went everywhere. The streets were literally cov-
ered with mud - you can imagine the mess perhaps if any of you have lived along the Mississippi
when it overflowed, you might have some idea of the tremendous amount cf problems that were
caused,
