We l e f t  Eugene a b o u t  7 p.m. and  d r o v e  down t h r o u g h  t h e  moun ta ins  o f  sou-  
t h e r n  Oregon and N o r t h e r n  C a l i f o r n i a ,  down t h r o u g h  t h e  Sacramento  V a l l e y ,  
down t h r o u g h  t h e  V a l l e j o  H i l l ,  down, down, down -- t o  t h e  C i t y  o f  Oak land ,  
f o r l o r n l y  l e f t  beh ind  f o r t y  d a y s  e a r l i e r ,  and  now e a g e r l y  a w a i t i n g  t h e  
r e t u r n  o f  h e r  Lord. 

The San F r a n c i s c o  Family g r e e t e d  t h e i r  T rue  F a t h e r  w i t h  s h o u t s  o f  d e l i g h t  
a t  5 a . m . ,  March 3 0 t h ,  and  a f t e r  a b r e a k f a s t  s o  c a r e f u l l y  p r e p a r e d  by 
Kathy M a r t i n ,  we t a l k e d  f o r  a w h i l e  and t h e n  r e s t e d  f o r  a few h o u r s  b e f o r e  
s u e n d i n g  t h e  r e m a i n d e r  o f  t h e  day  t o u r i n g  San F r a n c i s c o .
