The following letter dated Hay 15, 1965, was received from the Head-
quarters in Seoul, Korea, by the Centers in Washington, D.C,, Eugene,
Oregon, and Oakland, California. Following the instructions given, cere-
monies were held in all three locations on the night of May 21, 1965,

Restoration of Providential Three Generations
By the Sprinkling Service of Lamb's Blood

At the headquarters in Korea, the following were observed:

1. Church members abstained from fish and meat and sancti-
fied themselves for three days from the afternoon of
May 11 to 10 p.m. of May 14, 1965,

2., At 8 p.m: May 14, killed a 33-day-old ram for sacrifice
and collected the biood in a basin,

3. At 10 p.m. May 14, all the blessed members of Seoul
church gathered in worship hall and sprinkled the
lamb's blood around the church buildings and its boun-
daries after brief worship service.

This blood sprinkling service is to indemnify the Passover of the
Israelites at their exodus from Egypt after long“sufferings, and

to restore on world-wide scale the providential three generations

of Noah's three sons, Jacob's 12 sons, and Moses, Joshua, Caleb

FORMER RAJAH MUDA GIVES A TALK ON "TOWARDS HUMAN UNITY"™

A large attendance of members and guests was recorded at the luncheon
meeting of the Kuching Rotary Club yesterday afternoon to hear a talk
given by Mr. Anthony Brooke, former Rajah Muda of Sarawak who is at pre-
sent coming towards the end of a visit after an absence of more than

twenty years. The subject of his address was Towards Human Unity, The
following is the full text of his talk:

May | first say how grateful | an to be given this opportunity of
meeting you all here today and of sharing some information and some con-
victions which have come to me If what I have to say to you todav seems
strange and unlike anything you have heard before at a Rotary lunchtime
meeting, just regard it as all part of the spice of life to be approached

in a different way, and relax and open your hearts and minds so that the
next fifteen or twenty minutes may not be without meaning for you,

It has come to me with a certainty beyond all doubt that, despite the
confusion. division and distress we see everywhere in the world around us,
the approaching climax of history is not to result in widespread catas-
trophe for our planet but in a dramatic breakthrough of spiritual values

which will sweep us all into a worldwide cooperative community, and that
these higher values through the changed consciousness of man will rule
the world. From now onwards we shall see ourselves moving with almost

unimaginable rapidity through a succession of experiences until we emerge
through the birth- pangs of a new creation into one true civilization of
man. The world administration of the new age that is already upon us
will be neither capitalistic nor communistic. It will be a synthesis of
all that is best in the different systems under which men are now governed,
together with a new spiritual understanding which is coming to man and
which will take the place of the selfishness, greed, intolerance, arro-
gance and pride in which so many of us are still enmeshed at our indivi-
dual and collective levels, and which do so much to spoil human relation-
ships. All this, as you will no doubt appreciate, can only come about
through a new realization dawning in the hearts of men about the meaning
and purpose of our existence linked with a greatly strengthened capacity
to give effect to it. And the time for this realization is at hand.

Some of the world's leading thinkers are, each in his own way, her-
alding this transformation of the very nature of man, so indispensable
to the new order on earth of which we have been speaking. The eminent
historian, Professor Arnold Toynbee, traces the rise and fall of 21
civilizations and shows how each in turn crashed on account of spiritual
weakness —- through the dearth of higher values in relation to over-
whelming material development and material power. From this he concludes
that only a spiritual change in the nature of man will be adequate to our
present need. The equally eminent biologist and scientist, Professor
Julian Huxley, tells us that if man does not destroy himself by violence,
the next stage of his evolution must result in his evolving into a wholly
new species, which will Iift him beyond his animal tendencies and the
brutality which these imply. Some of you will have heard of the French
scientist and man of religion, Pierre Teilhard de Chardin, who writes about
the coming "divinization" of the world and of what he calls the "Chris-
tification™ of man. And the Indian sage Sri Aurobindo has given us a
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vision of what he terms the supramental power, which is to change the
consciousness of man and lead to a reorganization of the world towards
the manifestation of its greater perfection, Nearly fifty years ago,
after a series of profound spiritual experiences, he proclaimed that
the supramental was already exerting its influence on the consciousness
of man and would, as he put it, "enter a phase sf realizing power by
1967.™ 1 would like you to bear this date in mind as | shall mention
it again in another context,

Just before he died, the late Prime Minister of India, Pandit
Jawarharial Nehru, made rather a strange yet significant remark, He
said: "We are leaving the age of religion and politics and we are en-
tering the age of science and spirituality.” It is of course true thst
whereas the forms of religion and politics tend to divide people, sci-
ence is increasingly pointing to the unity of life and, rather exciting-
ly it seems, to the fact that we are, as it were, living in a non- material
universe in which matter completely disappears as such under scientific
analysis, Indeed, some scientists are almost disarmingly frank about
this, When once questioned by an Indian member of parliament about the
nuclear research he was engaged upon, Professor Einstein remarked: "I
am engaged upon spiritual work == seeing where matter ends and spirit
begins,” In this sense it is not too great a stretch of logic to see
the nuclear breakthrough as heralding a spiritual breakthrough, and we
unguestionably have intimations today of scientific developments which
are certain to shift our view of things far more radically and dramati-
cally than the Copernican revolution, which in a flash confronted us
with the need to adjust ourselves to the fact that we had for all past
human history been living in a complete illusion about the real state
of things and of our relationship with the universe around us, W may
be due for an equal or even a greater shock today, when science at |ast
succeeds in convincing us that we are not and never have been solid en-
tities, and that a breakdown of what we consist of may result in the

discovery that we are all components and expressions of light, however
dimly we may be glowing at the moment,

There are now, on the earth, in different parts of the world, what
might be described as powerful beacons of light in human form, And
because his time has come, one of these great souls, who took earthly
form in Korea in 1920, is today on a world tour, His impact is pre-
dominantly upon youth and it might | think interest you to hear that

the average age of a group of 500 Koreans, whom | met in Korea |last

year, and who accept his message and live changed lives, is 23 years,

The Korean and Japanese governments openly admft his impact on hardcore
communists and he confirms the truths |I have been giving you and states
that we have entered a period of extraordinary happenings which will

take place between 1965 and 1967, by which time the gravest crisis and
the climax of our long history will have been reached and the foundation
of a new world order will have been Paid, He speaks of the age of love
and truth which is now to be ushered in, and his mission is to proclaim
that the world we have known is at an end, and that the conflict that

is now everywhere raging in the hearts of men throughout the world is
the battle which some call Armageddon and in this battle we are witnes-
sing the death struggle of old ways and old values, Every one of us is
involved in this wherever he may be, W cannot escape, It IS a battle
which 18 bound to cause a great measure of suffering because it involves
on a worldwide scale the resistance being put up by the forces of greed,
selfishness, ignorance and the desire to dominate, against the inflow

of the now irrestible forces of higher values and higher truth, It is
these which will establish the new age and sweep away the old order for-
ever, This is another way of speaking of the restoration of those truths
which are eternal and of the reestablishment of the direct link between
the Creator and his creation, Those with a more scientific turn of mind
might care to ask themselves whether the splitting of what has been
called the material atom and the release of the colossal energies con-
tained in it might not, bearing in mind Einstein®® hint about the non-
material implications of nuclear energy, have a counterpart of a spiri-
tual order in terms of the energies locked up in individual human beings,
who constitute as it were the living atoms of humanity in a world which
can of course itself be likened to an atom of the universe, We have only
to think of our significance in this context to realize that while phy-
sically we are nothing in relation to the universes around us, yet spiri-
tually we are everything and our spiritual nature alone gives us all true
and equal significance, In each of us lies universal power and the power
and nature of the Divine, even as the acorn contains the quality and to-
tality of the oak tree, And the coming nuclear breakthrough which will
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simultaneously affect mankind and the universe, will serve to make man
permanently conscious of his true nature and real destiny under the spi-
ritual law that governs everything, and will quicken and empower him
more fully to play his part in building a more perfect world community,
Whether we are aware of it or not, a perfect self- expression of the spirtic
and of the highest value is the purpose of our existence here on earth,
in both our individual lives and our collective relationships, Mos t of
humanity's steps towards integration and unification have so far served
to provide only the externals of a world order, |In viewing the over- all
process, can we not see communism as an initial but incomplete expression
== a primitive husk as it were == of a great worldwide unification move-
ment, lacking for its completion the dynamic spiritual content, which as
it breaks through will lead tv o« vart aad transforming awakening to their
powers and capacities of the peoples in communist countries. Is it not
the world vision of communism which accounts for its terrifying challenge
to a civilization which lacks that vision and equally lacks an effective
spiritual dynamic in an age when thinking in spiritual and universal
terms i s an absolute imperative? The Commonwealth and other federations

and unions T are not all these still largely outward unconscious expres-
sions of the trend towards world unity? These forms, like the body of
humanity itself, are yet to become more conscious of their indwelling
living soul. In the words of the poet: " All are but parts of one stupen-
dous whole, whose body nature is, and God the soul." The name of the
Korean gentleman | have just mentioned is Sun Myung Moon, a name bestowed
on him at birth. The meaning of "Myung"” is "light”, and his other names
are also, as if by chance, cosmically symbolic in terms of his mission.
At present he is in the U,5.A., and after visiting Europe he will be re-

turning to Korea on a route that passes so close to Sarawak that it would,
I think, be a very great pity if he was not invited to come here, and 1
an quite certain that many of you would enjoy meeting him and the small
party of Koreans, just two or three, | think, who are travelling with him.
He has already been invited to visit Malaya and Singapore.

Mr. Sun M:ung Moon's mission and activities link up across the world
with happenings in England and in other countries where an entity seem-
ingly originating in another dimension, is appearing to people in some-
what solid form and announcing his identity as "Truth" and proclaiming
that he has an important message to convey to mankind at this time. He
says he is the Light and the Truth and the All throughout the universe,
and states: "I an intent on bringing nmy earth plane to realise ny very
presence by practical means best recognisable by man®. He has repeatedly
stated that he will have revealed himself to the universe (he always
speaks of "My universe") by the end of 1967 through the medium of what
he calls " nuclear evolution”™. Be does not elaborate on this except to
imply that there is to be a lifting of the veil which at present shields
us from the direct light of truth, and some kind of nuclear process is
to be the means of bringing it about. He says that no man can know the
day or hour when this universal revelation is to be enacted, and so im-
plies that it will happen with great suddenness. He says his plan is
absolute that his universal and direct link is now coming about and that
many will receive their own confirmation about what is to happen, and
that there will in fact be many outward happenings before the universal
revelation takes place. When while recently in India | told all this
to the President of India, Dr. Radnakrishnan, he looked thoughtfully at
the picture I showed him as being an exact representation of the entity
in one of his forms and after a short pause said: "We must expect these
things now."

I do hope in this short time | have perhaps been able to convey to
you at least something of the importance of what is taking place in our
world for its transformation into a higher spiritual state. This must
lead on earth to world union and to a community of world citizens and
one true civilisation of man. It has not been ny object to convince
you by ny words that the things | have been saying are true, You will
each sooner or later have your own experience which will guide you to
the truth of these things,

Thank you very much for giving me your attention and for the joy it
has been for me to be with you today; and may I, in conclusion, suggest
that we open wide our hearts to the point of truth that lies within each
one of us and ask that the omnipresent Spirit of Truth may reveal to us
whatsoever it will in regard to its operation in the universe and in
the hearts of man today, and that it will show each one of us how to
play the part assigned to him in ushering in the glory of the new age.

and told David, "He's here." He said, "The Leader? Ch no!™ (He

Every person sets up his own field of energy vibration. This field
surrounds and interpenetrates the individual to a distance dependent upon
his rate of frequency, which in turn is dictated by the quality of feel-
ing and thought.

Although the average person is not aware of it, the entire universe
IS run and was created mathematically. The gestation period for plant,
animal or man is a particular number of days, The growth period before
blossoming to physical perfection is a certain measurable length of time.
It does not take one child five years to grow and another 23 years. With-
in broad limits, all five-year-oldswill have developed to a particular
degree, The stars are not erratic, either in their courses nor in the
time it takes them to pursue them, Nor is their size and composition a
matter of arbitrary chance, 1t is not by accident that you have ten
fingers and two ears, nor that your fingers are attached to the ends of
your arms and your ears to opposite sides of your head. Your individual
bone structure and coloring is a direct result of the number of chromo-

somes given you by your ancestors. To you these things may appear to be
mere chance, |In actuality, they are the result of strict mathematical

formulae,

Since all things in creation were so developed, it is reasonable to
assume that the Principle of Restitution also follows such a general
plan, Basically, the Principle of Restitution holds that every action,
good or bad, be repaid in kind -- alife for alife, etc. Mistakes or
failures in the past must be done over to become successes. Past succes-
ses must reap their benefits and rewards.

Your difficulty with this Principle comes in your inability as yet
to comprehend the reality of your spirit and the spirit world. To God,
your spirit is far more real than your physical existence, This life
is only the early phase of your spiritual development -- important as
the early years of a child's life are important in his adult development,
but not by any means to be regarded as conclusive.
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The words "As a man thinketh in his heart, so is he,” have been
used and interpreted many times without real comprehension, You still
manage to divide the thought of your heart from your overt actions. You
still feel as if negative thoughts, not positively expressed, are not
damaging, You are wrong! Your hatred of another human being IS a dis-
tinct, observable reality in the spirit world, and has nothing to do with
whether or not you actively do harm to that individual, Your positive
feelings of warmth and concern are also tangible reality in the world of
spirit. Your spirit is composed of what you think and what you feel.

What you think and feel are you! Bones, blood, muscles and skin are
only the physical manifestations, the current container for your thoughts
and feelings which are your spirit, They interact,

Now then, translate this to the numbers and acts which govern the
Principle of Restitution. Can you not see that it was perfectly possible
for God to accept Abraham's willingness to slay his beloved son without
the deed actually being performed? Ham's feeling of shame at his father's
nakedness was the important factor, not what he did as a result of that
shame. Moses! failure to follow God's exact instruction was the issue
at the Waters of Meribah., He put his own feelings of anger and frustra-
tion ahead of his knowledge of God's Will,

Since God has established the number 'four as indicative of earthly
completion, physical restitution must be based on that number, Thus, 40
days was the time period designated to effect a physgcal separation from
Satan, This (4) is still the number of value in Gods sight, when such
separation is at issue, Following this, the number 'three' becomes im-
portant as spiritual separation is effected, The physical must come
first because of man's fall and the resultant separation between his
spirit and his body -- a separation from which you still suffer,

Each individual who has tried and failed to achieve the restoration
of mankind to God has set conditions for those who came after him, Cain's
failure to regard his brother with love has meant that each person follow-
ing the path of restoration must reach God through those who are more
highly favored by God at the moment, Jacob's success depended upon his
ability to make Esau love him, Thus both could be restored. Moses' suc-
cess depended upon his ability to make the children of Israel love and
obey him. Jesus' success depended upon the love of the Jews for him,

The success of the Lord of the Second Advent depends upon the love of his
followers. Prior to reaching this point, however, they had to subject
themselves to serving those of greater authority == Jacob to Laban, Moses
t o Pharoah, Jesus to John, etc,

This subjection can be done symbolically, as in the case of Jesus'
baptism, It is the spirit which is of importance, Your degree of willing-
ness to sacrifice your life for God and His plan nay be sufficient to save
your life and the lives of your family,

Q. How does one come to an awareness that one is spirit, living in
a spiritual world?

A, Error is nn less error because it is conceived in ignorance,
Some years ago the prevalent thought among men was that the earth was
flat, This was not true, The earth was as round then as it is now. How-
ever, the 'knowledge' that the earth was flat placed severe restrictions
and limitations upon man's activities. Not wishing to fall off the earth,
his thoughts and actions were confined to limited areas, and the scope
o:; his activities was restricted to the horizon visible from a specific
shore,

Can you imagine the reaction of the people on that shore when the
first brave adventurer sailed into the distance -- and disappeared?
"Well, he fell off, It is as we said, Poor man!" The ‘poor man', how-
ever, was feasting his senses on undreamt of lands and peoples, And
thus wes the beginning of abundance and unity in the modern world,

Today you have confined yourself to similar limitation, You con-
sider yourself a physical being with ﬁrescribed dimensions, living in a
world of prescribed dimensions, You have made yourself a prisoner to a
self- established area, Thus you fail to explore the "new" lands and
people which are available to you,

Hov do you go about changing your mind so that you have an awareness
of yourself as spirit? You must die and be reborn, Not actually, but in
your throught, You must go through the process of death, consider that
you have shed your physical life of limitation and dwell now within the
spiritual world. This spirit world has substance and reality as you have
substance and reality, All substance is energy vibrating at different
frequencies and within different atmospheres, You are capable of going
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from one atmosphere to another at will, You do this every day, many
times a day, You do not find the same atmosphere in a bank that you do
on a mountain, Yet you have no hesitation in making the transition.
You do not say, "Today | have been in a bank; therefore | must prepare
myself before I go to the mountain,” Not at all, You simply go to the
mountain and allow yourself to partake of its atmosphere,

mobile, no matter how closely you may identify yourself with these objects
You do not change when you step from one atmosphere to the other,

When you stand in front of a mirror, you think, "Thisis | in that
glass." Is it? In the manner of dimension, you may be several feet from
the flat, shiny two-dimensional surface, The third dimension of depth
is an illusion,

You see yourself in a glass darkly, You are to see face to face.
Your limitations are self-imposed, The earth is not flat, The mountain
is not dirt, Your physical body is not you, You live in a wider world
of spirit, and you yourself are spirit, Die to your limitations, and
live in the wider world -- the cosmos which was created for youl!

Dear Family, yesterday | had occasion to use the dictionary, and for
some reason felt an impulse to look up the word ‘husband’'. As God so
often does, He used this one action to open up a trend of thought which
was like finding a treasure chest full of riches, Much of this may not
be new to you, but at least I1'd like to share with you ny feeling of joy
and gratitude, and continuing astonishment at the various ways He uses
to teach us, enrich our spirit, and unceasingly provide us with everthing
we need, both physical and spiritual, even when we ourselves may not be
aware of some of these needs,

The word husband in the American College Dictionary was defined as
follows: I, the man of a married pair (correlative of wife) 2, to man-
age, especially with prudent economy; z.e., to husband one’s resources.
Another definition, obsolete, was to tz1Z; cultivate, One derivation of
the word was Old English husbonda, from ‘hus’ - house t ‘bonda’ - house-
holder. Then the dictionary stated See BOND,

VW in Divine Principle have quite frequently used 'bridegroom' or
"bride' in our teaching in referring to a relationship of man to God and
God to man, as does the Bible, But these words most popularly imply the
start or beginning of a union, newness; whereas the words ‘husband', and
'wife! or the two combined more often brings to mind a relationship of
enduring quality, which even in the satanic world may be a much deeper
and richer one than that existing between the bridal pair, Wha a differ-
ence there is between a newly married couple and one who has lived through-
out the years developing a closeness that many times can be felt by people
around them without any partfcular action necessary to convey their close-
ness, Sometimes they even grow to resemble one another! Just so are we
to grow, in our relation with God, to one of such closeness that He, Whon
we may now think of as our Bridegroom, becomes in our perception of and
union with, truly our Husband,

Even though we "knew it not"”, God has always been our Husband, He
has given us protection and guidance, been our provider, and given us
love beyond what we can even yet comprehend, But have we acted as wife
to Him; or, rather a startling thought at first, acted as husband? To
manage prudently and economically, To tiliZ; cultivate, There are our
resources already known, both physical and spiritual, to manage, and de-
fects to weed out. We have potential, both known and unknown, to culti-
vate and seek out with His help. And last but not least, for we have to
accomplish the above to efficiently do the following, there are those
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others whom He has preapred or 'seeded' for us to seek or 'harvest', and
then help raise. So we are to be 'husbards' for God, in at least one
sense!

The dictionary had also said See Bond. Meanings given were many,
some indicating a joining, fastening or tying together, a uniting agent,
a bondsman or security, a cementing agent, etc. Therefore the husband
is the bond of the household, acting as the joining force, the surety of
the home, guaranteeing it, And who but God can truly fit all these def-
initions of husband, the bond of our spiritual house, spiritual being,
strengthening it in such a way that no force could ever destroy, provid-
ing all that we will ever need physically?

All He needs sometimes is just a word, like husband. |In our Master's
Name, Shirley.
